a. Objectives: 
  - To create an active atmosphere in the class before the lesson.
  - To lead into the new lesson.
b. Content:
 - Questions, dancing, game.
c. Product:
 - Ss can move bodies, remember and use some verbs. 
d. Implementation:

	Step 1: Task delivering
 -  student use body language to express the action

Step 2: Task performance
 - One student use body to express the action, one student ask “what is he doing? Others answer. 
Step 3: Report and discussion
- Teacher tells them that they are going to learn the past continuous and leads to the lesson.
Step 4: Judgment
 - Teacher’s feedback.

	Step 1: Task delivering
 - Teacher asks students to report their homework about the past continuous. 
(in 2 groups)
Step 2: Task performance
 - Ss observe, listen and give comment.
 Step 3: Report and discussion
 - Students discuss in groups and give comment
- Student’s answers 
 Step 4: Judgment
 - Teacher confirms the correct answer.
- Teacher’s observation and feedback

	1. Grammar
Suggested answers:
- Form of the past continuous:
Affirmative sentences: S + was/ were + V_ing.
Negative sentences: S + was/ were not + V_ing.
Questions: Was/ were + S + V_ing?
- The use of the past continuous:
We use the past continuous to describe:
+) an action that was happening at a particular time in the past.
+) a past action that was happening when another action interrupted it. We use the past simple for the action that interrupted it.
Notes: 
+) We can use when or while before the past continuous. 
+) We can only use when before the past simple.

	3. PRACTICE (25’-IW, PW, GW)

- To give further practice with the past continuous.

Task 1. Complete the sentences by putting the verbs in brackets into the past continuous. 
Step 1: Task delivering
 - Teacher asks Ss to work in individual and then exchange their answers and give mark, with each  correct sentence, student can get 2 points. 
Step 2: Task performance
 - Teacher give out the worksheets

Step 3: Report and discussion
 - Teacher invites some Ss to read their answers.

Task 4. Watch a video and write what was happening at 8a.m last Monday.
Step 1: Task delivering
 - Teacher asks Ss to watch a video and try to remember the action in the video.
Step 2: Task performance
 - T play the video.
- Ss observe.
 - Ss write sentences in the past continuous 
- Ss work in groups and write as many sentences as possible. 
- Ss exchange their results and check.
Step 3: Report and discussion
 - Ss give the result on the board. 
Step 4: Judgment
 - Teacher checks the answers with the whole class and confirms the correct answers.







Task 5. Form questions using the past continuous. Then in pairs, ask and answer the questions. 

Step 1: Task delivering
 - Teacher asks Ss to read the example carefully and explains what they have to do, asks Ss to ask and answer about themselves.
Step 2: Task performance
- Ss’ observe, listen and do the exercise
 - Teacher asks Ss to work in pairs to do this activity. They make questions and then practise asking and answering.
- T can ask students with one or two wh-questions.
Step 3: Report and discussion
 - Teacher invites some pairs to ask and answer the question in front of the class.
- Ss answer the teacher’s question.
Step 4: Judgement
 - Teacher comments on their answers and accepts different answers provided that they are correct and logical.
