HO EHI MINH - SYMBOL OF PEACE, FRIENDSHIP BETWEEN VIETNAM AND THE WORLD

President Ho Chi Minh was born on May 19, 1890 in the maternal home village of Hoang Tru
(also known as Trua Village) in Chung Cu Commune, Lam Thinh Canton, today’s Kim Lien Commune,
Nam Dan District, Nghe An Province, approximately 13km far from Vinh City in the west by the Lam
River. The paternal home village of Nguyen Sinh Cung (the birth name of Prisedent Ho Chi Minh) is Kim
Lien (aka Sen Village), 2km away from Hoang Tru Village beside Chung Mountain.

President Ho Chi Minh’s homeland of Nghe An is located in the Northern part of the Central Vietnam.
The Nghe An land is characterized by high mountains, deep rivers, splendid and boundless natural scenery,
but severely affected by inclement weather conditions with frequent natural disasters, droughts, storms,
and floods. Not only rich in natural products and fine traditions, customs and habits, the land is home to
exceedingly distinctive cultural identity, sharing both cultural characteristics of the whole nation and
possessing distinct features of the land which is renowned for its eagerness of learning, respect for
highly educated and talented persons, justice and morality, benevolence, loyalty, spirit of solidarity, and
diligence. During thousands of years of national building and protection, the Nghe An people have
brightly demonstrated their qualities of great bravery and unyieldingness in the struggle against natural
calamities and foreign invaders. Additionally, the land of Nghe An is widely recognized as “the sacred
land of celebrities”, which gave birth to numerous celebrities and heroes in the anti-aggressors struggles.

The impressive historical and cultural traditions of his home land is the cradle that nurtured and forged
the personality and dignity, morality, thought and style of Ho Chi Minh, closely connected to innumerable
events and highlights in his childhood and during his lifetime for the interests of his country and people.

Born into a patriotic Confucian family, Nguyen Sinh Cung from his childhood was under good care
of his grandparents, parents and elder siblings, and cherished and loved by his neighbors and noble traditions
of his homeland.

The father of President Ho Chi Minh was Nguyen Sinh Sac (1862 - 1929), renowned for his intelligence
and earnestness in learning, gaining a bachelor degree in 1894 and then the degree for the Second Roster
degree holder [Pho bang] in 1901. He served as an administrative official under the Nguyen royal court in 1906
and a mandarin of Binh Khe District (present-day Tay Son District, Binh Dinh Province) in 1909. Nguyen Sinh Sac
also worked as a teacher and made up a prescription to cure the poor. He placed gigantic influences on his son,
Nguyen Sinh Cung, who was so eager for learning, determined to prosper in life and to overcome all hardships
and sufferings, and showed love for humans and tolerance, simplicity, and close relationship with the people.

The mother of President Ho Chi Minh was Hoang Thi Loan (1868 - 1901), a woman of benevolence,

diligence, being persistent in bearing the sufferings, working hard from morning till night, and of great love

Vinh, cach Kim Lién khodng 14km. Chinh tai ngdi truong nay, lan dau tién Nguoi duge lam quen
v6i vin minh phuong T4y, tiép xuc véi khau hiéu “Tu do - Binh ddng - Bac ai” qua sach bao tién
bd va nhiing gié hoc trén 16p.

Thang 5/1906, cu Phé bang Nguyén Sinh Sic vao kinh d6 nham chttc. Nguyén T4t Thanh
theo chan cha rdi qué huong vao Hué. Tai day, Ngudi theo hoc tai Trudng Tiéu hoc Phap - Viét
tinh Thtta Thién, c6 dip tiép xtc nhiéu hon véi van minh Phap, van minh phuong Tay, ¥ thtc
hon vé ndi théng khé ciia nhan dan lao déng trong canh nudc mat nha tan.

Thang 4/1908, tai Thiia Thién Hué, phong trao ddu tranh chéng thué dién ra soi noi.
Nguyén T4t Thanh tham gia cudc biéu tinh chéng thué cua néng dan Thita Thién. Vi nhiing
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for her husband and children. She was close to, affectionate with laborers and exerted herself to surmount
difficulties of contemporary circumstances.

The oldest sister of President Ho Chi Minh was Nguyen Thi Thanh (1884 - 1954), also named
Nguyen Thi Bach Lien. She was smart and devoted to all household affairs. She used to participate
in patriotic activities, to support anti-French army leaders and to secretly call upon food donation to
the insurgent troops. She was always the gentle, loyal and steadfast sister in the mind of President Ho
Chi Minh.

Nguyen Sinh Khiem (1888 - 1950), also called either Nguyen Tat Dat or Ca Khiem, was the second
child in the family. He had joined anti-tax demonstrations in Thua Thien and other patriotic activities against
colonialists and feudalists, and was imprisoned by French colonialists for many years as a consequence.

The youngest child of the family, called little Xin, President Ho Chi Minh’s younger brother was born
in 1900, died early since he was so weak.

The young years of President Ho Chi Minh were divided into two periods, when he lived in his
homeland of Nghe An and when he left Nghe An for Hue, the political, administrative, cultural and economic
center of Vietnam at that time.

From 1890 to 1895, Nguyen Sinh Cung lived in his homeland, being under good care and brought-up
of his maternal grandparents and parents.

From 1895 to 1901, Nguyen Sinh Cung and his family moved to Hue. In October 1901, Mrs. Hoang
Thi Loan got severe illness unfortunately and passed away a few months later. Nguyen Sinh Cung and his
family returned to Nam Dan. During this trip home, he bore the new name of Nguyen Tat Thanh. At this
time, Nguyen Tat Thanh had an opportunity to follow his father to different localities across the district and
province. Such trips not only helped him broaden his vision and knowledge of his hometown and native
country, but also enabled him to hear the conversations of the literati and contemporary patriotic scholars
on the practical situations.

In 1901 - 1902, Nguyen Tat Thanh started to acquire the patriotic ideology from scholars through
the relationship between his father and local scholars. In 1905, Nguyen Tat Thanh and his elder
brother Nguyen Tat Dat were enrolled in the French-Viethamese Primary School in Vinh City, roughly
14km from Kim Lien. At this school, Nguyen Tat Thanh for the first time had contacted the Western
civilization and the slogan “Freedom - Equality - Fraternity” through progressive books, newspapers,
and classes.

In May 1906, old Pho bang Nguyen Sinh Sac went to the capital city to take the office. Nguyen Tat
Thanh followed father to Hue, where he had joined the French-Viethamese Primary School in Thua Thien
Province, where he had more chances to contact French and Western civilizations and to be better aware
of the working class’s misery in the context of foreign aggression.

In April 1908, the anti-tax movement vividly occurred in Thua Thien Hue. Nguyen Tat Thanh
participated in the anti-tax demonstration of the peasants in Thua Thien Province. Because of his
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hoat dong yéu nuéc, tham gia cudc dau tranh ctia nong dan, Nguyén T4t Thanh bi thuc dan
Phap dé y, theo di. Ong Nguyén Sinh Sdc cling bi ching khién trach véi Iy do da dé cho con
trai c6 nhiing hoat dong bai Phap.

patriotic activities and participation in the peasants’ struggle, Nguyen Tat Thanh was closely followed
by the French colonialists. Nguyen Sinh Sac was also blamed by the French for his son’s anti-French
activities.

In September 1908, Nguyen Tat Thanh entered the Hue National School. During his school time, he
saw the colonialists disregard, exploit, and mistreat the Vietnamese; also, he was told about the actions
taken by such patriotic kings as Thanh Thai, Duy Tan, among others, and the patriotic scholars’ conversations
on the path to save the nation. In June 1909, Nguyen Tat Thanh left the Hue National School for Binh Dinh
where his father Nguyen Sinh Sac was appointed the chief of Binh Khe District.

In 1910, his father was dismissed in Binh Khe by the court of Hue and recalled to the capital city.
Nguyen Tat Thanh did not follow his father to go back to Hue, but decided to go further south. On the way
from Quy Nhon to Saigon, he stopped over in Phan Thiet (Binh Thuan) where he applied for a tutor’s job
at Duc Thanh school. For a short period of time, Nguyen Tat Thanh spent time enriching his knowledge
through progressive papers and books.

In February 1911, Nguyen Tat Thanh left Phan Thiet for Saigon where he stayed for a short time,
often went to the poor people’s areas in the city to learn about their life, before going abroad to search way
to save the nation in June 1911. Nguyen Tat Thanh found people live in dire poverty and sufferings here
and there. Also, he frequently arrived to the shops near Saigon Port where French sailors’ clothes were
washed so that he could be able to apply for a job on a ship in an effort to materialize his dream of reaching
France and other Western countries, looking for a new way for national salvation, regaining independence

and freedom for the Fatherland.

Thang 10/1923, tai Hoi nghi 14n thd nhat Quéc t&€ Nong dan, Nguyén Ai Quéc duge bau vao
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n June 5, 1911, from Nha Rong Wharf (Saigon) with the name Van Ba, the patriotic young person
Nguyen Tat Thanh left his Fatherland for France with a job of an assistant cook on the ship named L'Amiral
Latouche-Tréville with a wish to learn the quintessence and progress of the Western countries so that he
could be able to help his compatriots in the national liberation when he returned to the Fatherland. He had
gone to many countries, from the capitalist countries such as France, the USA, Britain to many colonial
countries under the rule of colonialism. On his journey to look for the way for national salvation, he had
personally witnessed the cruelty of capitalism and the sufferings of the working people in both capitalist
and colonial countries. At the end of 1917, Nguyen Tat Thanh went from Britain to France where he had
taken an active part in all activities of the Association of the Patriotic Viethamese in France.

In 1919, Nguyen Tat Thanh joined the French Socialist Party and operated in the workers’ movement.
On June 18, 1919, Nguyen Tat Thanh took the name of Nguyen Ai Quoc and on behalf of the Association of
Patriotic Vietnamese in France sent to the Versailles Peace Conference the Claims of the Annamite People,
demanding the French Government to recognize the right to freedom and the right to self-determination of
the Viethamese nation.

In July 1920, Nguyen Ai Quoc read the First Draft of the Thesis on National and Colonial Questions
by V. I. Lenin published on 'Humanité of France, issued on July 16 and 17, 1920. He found in this document
certain important suggestions on the revolutionary path of national liberation. On December 25-30, 1920,
Nguyen Ai Quoc attended the 18" Congress of the Socialist Party of France held in Tours. At the Congress,
Nguyen Ai Quoc voted for the joining of the Communist International and attended the conference of
establishing the French Communist Party. This event marked the important turning point in his revolutionary
life, from the genuine patriotism to communism.

In June 1921, Nguyen Ai Quoc joined the establishment of the Union of the Colonial Nations and he
was appointed to the Executive Committee and a permanent member of the union. On April 1, 1922,
heljoined in establishing the newspaper le Paria with a view to uniting, organizing and guiding the national
liberation movement of the colonial countries. In 1921 - 1923, he had written a lot of articles published in
the newspapers le Paria, the Workers’ Life, etc. to denounce the crimes of the colonialist regime, awaken
patriotism of the people from the colonial countries. Many of his articles at this time had been put into the
book The Indictment of French Colonialism published in Paris in 1925.

In June 1923, Nguyen Ai Quoc went to the Soviet Union from France, working at the Communist
International. In October 1923, at the First International Farmer Conference, Nguyen Ai Quoc was elected to
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Ho6i dong Qudc t& Nong dan va 1a dai biéu duy nhat ctia néng dan thudc dia dude ¢t vao Poan
Chu tich cua Hoi déng. Tiép d6, Nguoi tham du Dai hdi Quéc t& Cong san lan thi V, Dai hoi
Qudc t&€ Thanh nién 1an tha IV, Dai hoi Quéc t& Cong hoi do. Tai cac dai hoi, Nguyén Ai Qudc
kién tri bao vé va phat trién sang tao tu tudng ctia V.I. Lénin vé van dé dan tdc va thudc dia,
huéng su quan tdm cta Quéc t& Cong san dén phong trao giai phéng dan toc.

Théang 5/1927, Nguyén Ai Quéc rdi Quang Chau di Matxcova (Lién X0), sau d6 dén Béclin
(Dtc), di Bricxen (Bi), tham du phién hop mé rong cia Dai hoi dong Lién doan chéng chién
tranh dé€ quéc; sau d6 Nguoi dén Italia va trd vé chau A. Tt thang 7/1928 dén thang 11/1929,
Nguyén Ai Quéc hoat dong trong phong trao Viét kidu yéu nude 6 Xiém (Thai Lan), tiép tuc
chuén bi cho su ra ddi cia Pang Cong san Viét Nam.

Thang 02/1930, Nguyén Ai Quéc cht tri Hoi nghi thanh lap Pang Cong san Viét Nam tai
Ctiu Long, Hong Kong (Trung Quoc). Hoi nghi da thong qua Chinh cuong vén tit cia Dang,
Sach Iugc vin tit cia Pang, Chuong trinh tém tdt cua Dang, Piéu 1é van tat cua PDang Cong
san Viét Nam, doi tién phong caa giai c4p céng nhan va toan thé dan toc Viet Nam.

Thang 6/1931, Nguyén Ai Quéc bi chinh quyén Anh bit giam tai Hong Kong. PAu nim
1933, Ngusi duge tra tu do. Trong nhitng ndm 1934 - 1938, Nguyén Ai Quédc tham gia 16p nghién
ctiu sinh tai Vién Nghién ctiu cac van dé dan toc va thuoc dia ciia Quoc té€ Cong san tai Matxcova
(Lién X6). Thang 7/1935, véi tu cach 1a “dai biéu du thinh”, Ngudi tham gia Pai hoi VII Quéc
té Cong san. Trong thoi gian nay, kién tri con duong da xac dinh cho cach mang Viét Nam,
Nguoi tiép tuc theo ddi, chi dao phong trao cich mang trong nuéc. Thang 10/1938, Ngudi roi
Lién X6 sang Trung Quéc, tim cach bt lién lac véi t6 chiic ddng dé chuén bi tré vé nude hoat
dong. Ngay 28/01/1941, sau 30 nam hoat dong d nuée ngoai, Nguyén Ai Quéc vugt bién gisi
Viét - Trung trd vé T6 quéc.

Sau khi vé nudc, Nguyén Ai Quéc cung Trung uong Pang truc ti€p lanh dao cach
mang Viét Nam, dong thoi tién hanh nhiéu hoat dong quéc t&, nham thiét 1ap quan hé véi
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the International Farmer Council, and he was the only delegate of the colonial farmers appointed to the Presidium
of the Council. After that, Nguyen Ai Quoc attended the 5" Congress of the Communist International, the
4" Congress of the International Youth, the International Congress of Red Trade Union. At these congresses,
Nguyen Ai Quoc persistently defended and creatively developed the ideology of V.I. Lenin on the national and
colonial questions, turning the attention of the Communist International to the national liberation movement.

In November 1924, as the member of the Oriental Board of the Communist International and the
member of the Presidium of the International Farmer, Nguyen Ai Quoc went to Guangzhou (China)
where he worked in the Borodin advisors’ mission of the Soviet Government beside the Sun Yat-sen
Government.

In 1925, Nguyen Ai Quoc participated in establishing the Union of the Viethamese Revolutionary Youth,
directly opened courses to train the revolutionary cadres, published the weekly newspaper Thanh nien ( Youth),
the first revolutionary newspaper of Vietnam in order to propagate Marxism-Leninism in Vietnam, in preparation
for the founding of the Communist Party of Vietham. All the lectures of Nguyen Ai Quoc at the training courses
were collected and printed in the book titled Duong kach menh (the Revolutionary Road) - an important
theoretical document that laid the ideological foundation for the revolutionary line of Vietnam.

In May 1927, Nguyen Ai Quoc left Guangzhou for Moscow (Soviet Union), and then for Berlin (Germany),
Brussels (Belgium) to attend the expanded meeting of the General Assembly of the Anti-Imperialist War
League; then he went to Italy and return to Asia. From July 1928 to November 1929, Nguyen Ai Quoc
operated in the patriotic overseas Vietnamese movement in Siam (Thailand), just to continue the preparation
for the birth of the Communist Party of Vietnam.

In February 1930, Nguyen Ai Quoc chaired the Conference on the founding of the Communist
Party of Vietnam in Kowloon, Hong Kong (China). The Conference passed the Brief Political Platform,
the Brief Stratagem, and the Brief Rules of the Party, the vanguard of the working class and of the entire
nation.

In June 1931, Nguyen Ai Quoc was imprisoned by the British authority in Hong Kong. In early 1933, he
was freed. In 1934 - 1938, Nguyen Ai Quoc joined the post-graduate course at the Research Institute of the
National and Colonial Issues of the Communist International in Moscow (Soviet Union). In July 1935, in a
capacity as an “observer”, he attended the 7" Congress of the Communist International. During this time,
having persistently followed the charted road for the Viethamese revolution, he continued to follow and guide
the domestic revolutionary movement. In October 1938, he left the Soviet Union for China in order to find ways
to keep contact with the Party organization so as to return home to start his operation. On January 28, 1941,
after 30 years engaging in activities abroad, Nguyen Ai Quoc crossed the Vietnam-China border area to return
to the Fatherland.

After having returned to his home country, Nguyen Ai Quoc together with the Party Central Committee
had directly led the Viethamese revolution, and at the same time, conducted a lot of international activities in

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order to establish the relations with the Allies’ organizations in the anti-fascist fight, thus creating the position and
strength of Vietham and at the same time actively mobilizing and building the forces for the general uprising to
seize the power.

In May 1941, Nguyen Ai Quoc convened the 8" Plenum of the Party Central Committee to make a
decision on the line for national salvation in the new stage, to establish the Viethamese Independence
League (Viet Minh), build the liberation armed forces and the revolutionary bases.

In August 1942, with the name Ho Chi Minh, he represented the Viet Minh Front and the Viethamese
Branch under the Anti-Aggression International Association to go to China to look for the international
alliance in the struggle against fascists on the Pacific battle field. He was arrested by Chiang Kai-shek’s
local authorities and was taken to various prisons of Guangxi Province. During more than one year in the
prison, he had written a collection of poems entitled The Prison Diary with 134 poems in Chinese. In September
1943, Ho Chi Minh was set free. In September 1944, he returned to Cao Bang Base.

In late 1944, Ho Chi Minh went to China. During this important trip, he had directly contacted the
Communist Party of China; met the administration of the Chinese Nationalist Party and the US military
missions based in Yunnan. He affirmed that Vietham stood by the side of the Allies to fight against the
fascists and mobilized the countries within the Allies to give support to Vietnam’s fight against fascists.

In May 1945, Ho Chi Minh left Cao Bang for Tan Trao (Tuyen Quang). Here, Ho Chi Minh and the
Party Central Committee made prompt preparations and provided direct guidance to the August General
Uprising.

From July 1945, Ho Chi Minh directly guided the Viet Minh forces to coordinate with the representative
of the US military missions in operation in the Far East. Through these contacts, Ho Chi Minh helped the
Americans understand better the Viet Minh forces and the struggle for national independence of the Viethamese
people. Through this, it was possible to look for the spiritual and material support from the US to the Viethamese
revolution, affirm and promote the forces and the political prestige of Viet Minh in the struggle for the national
independence and create the premises for determining the position of the independent Vietham in the
international arena later.

At noon on August 15, 1945, hearing the news that Japan had accepted unconditional surrender to the
Allies, Ho Chi Minh sent a letter in English to Lieutenant John, asking his help to forward it to the Office of
Strategic Services (OSS) of his mission; the letter read as follows: The National Liberation Committee of the
Viet Minh Front requested the US authorities to keep the UN informed of the fact that Viet Minh had stood
on the UN side against Japan. Now Japan had surrendered, so the UN was requested to fulfil its promise
that all nations were able to enjoy their independence and democracy. If the UN could not implement the fact
that Indochina was completely independent, then “we will resolutely fight until we win the complete

independence”.! On August 16, 1945, the National Party Congress and the National Congress were organized

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to make a decision on the General Uprising. The National Congress elected the Vietham National Liberation
Committee (that is the Provisional Government) with Ho Chi Minh being its President. On August 18, 1945,
President Ho Chi Minh sent a Letter Calling on the General Uprising to the entire people. The same day,
President Ho Chi Minh sent a note to the French Government, requesting France to recognize the Government
of Viet Minh and pointing out the policy on the Vietnam-France relationship. At the same time, through the US,
President Ho Chi Minh, in the name of the National Liberation Committee, sent a message to the Allied countries.

After the August 1945 General Uprising, President Ho Chi Minh returned to Hanoi. On August 28-31, 1945,
at the house No. 48, Hang Ngang Street, he wrote the Declaration of Independence. During this time, Ho Chi
Minh met L.A. Patti, a US army officer in Hanoi, exchanging with him about the content of the Declaration
of Independence, about the organization of the Independence Ceremony and about the economic plan of the
Vietnamese Provisional Government. On August 30, 1945, through L.A. Patti, President Ho Chi Minh, on behalf of
the Provisional Government to send an official message to US President Truman. The message read in part
that President Ho Chi Minh wished that the US should participate impatrtially in the French-Chinese negotiations
on Vietnam so that it could be able to avoid any risk for the independence and territorial integrity of Vietham due to the
fact that these two countries could arbitrarily compromise each other; that the Allied countries should recognize
the Provisional Government led by President Ho Chi Minh as the only and legitimate representative of the
Vietnamese nation in the issues relating to Vietnam’s sovereignty and its relations with the outside world.

On September 2, 1945, on Ba Dinh Square, Hanoi, on behalf of the Provisional Government, President
Ho Chi Minh read the Declaration of Independence, proclaiming before the whole world the coming into
being of the Democratic Republic of Vietham. He affirmed the fundamental rights of the Viethamese nation
and solemnly declared to the world: “Vietnam has the right to enjoy freedom and independence, and in
reality it has become a free and independent country. The entire Viethamese people are determined
to devote all the spirit and forces, lives and property to firmly maintain that freedom and independence”.!

Thanks to the victory of the August Revolution and the birth of the Democratic Republic of Vietnam,

the Viethamese people have enterd a new epoch - the time of national independence and socialism.

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fter the August 1945 Revolution, the revolutionary power that had just come into being had
to facea range of the seemingly insurmountable challenges. The vitality of the fledgling revolutionary
State was seriously endangered by the inside and outside enemy. By correctly judging the importance of
the foreign relations for the protection of the newly won national independence, President Ho Chi Minh
took the initiative in shouldering the responsibility before the Party and nation to take personal charge of
this difficult work. He together with the Party Central Committee has mapped out the line and policy on
the foreign relations and given the direct guidance to the successful implementation of the foreign relations
of the Party and State in this revolutionary stage.

After the August 1945 Revolution, hundreds of thousands of the British and the Chinese Nationalist
troops advanced into Vietnam in the name of the Allied troops in Indochina to disarm the Japanese
army. Behind the name of carrying out the international tasks, the imperialist forces were frenziedly
implementing the acts of sabotage against the Communist Party of Vietnam and the Viet Minh forces in
an attempt to overthrow the still fledgling revolutionary State. In face of that situation, to show the attitude
of the Government of the Democratic Republic of Vietham towards the foreign forces, on September 5,
1945, President Ho Chi Minh issued a Call for the Entire People. He declared: “The Vietnamese people
welcome the Allied troops to enter Vietnam to disarm the Japanese troops, but we are resolutely opposing
the entry of the French troops into Vietham, because their purpose is only to hold the Viethamese nation
in slavery once again”.!

On October 3, 1945, before the fast changes of the Indochina and world situation, to affirm the role of
being the master of the country, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Democratic Republic of Vietham released
an announcement on the Diplomatic Policy of the Provisional Government, which proclaimed: The State of
Vietnam “takes the principle of the Atlantic Charter as its foundation”.2 Also during this time, on the position
of the President of the Government cum Foreign Minister, Ho Chi Minh had sent a dozen of letters and
messages to the UN Secretary General; to the heads of the State and foreign ministers of the great powers,
to propose that the UN and the countries should recognize the independence of Vietnam, and at the same
time, express the wish that Vietnam was ready for cooperation in various fields. On the other hand, President
Ho Chi Minh also sent the letters and notes to the governments of some countries and international organizations
such as the Arab League, the Conference of Inter-African Countries, among others, expressing the standpoint
of peace, cooperation and friendship of Vietnam with the international community.

Along with the aforesaid activities, President Ho Chi Minh gave guidance to the Provisional Government

to carry on the activities to initially set up the relationship with the representatives of countries in Vietham,

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make contacts with the international organizations, including the implementation of the contacts with the political
circles of the US, France, the Chinese Nationalist Government, and so on, with an intention to determine in fact
the position and sovereignty of the new Vietnam and the role of the Government of the Democratic Republic
of Vietnam in having the relations with the outside world and with the countries in relation with Vietham.

The diplomatic activities of President Ho Chi Minh during this time had helped stop short the
schemes of linkage of the imperialist forces in an attempt to strangle the fledgling democratic republic
power, thus making a contribution to firmly holding the revolutionary fruits. It was for it that the position and
relationship of the Viethamese Government with the Allies and the big powers had been partly improved.

From September to October 1945, as the President of the Provisional Government cum the Foreign
Minister of the Democratic Republic of Vietham, President Ho Chi Minh had carried out a series of the
meetings with the representatives of the Chinese Nationalist troops to negotiate the settlement of the military
and financial problems and internal affairs of Vietnam, thus preventing the scheme of “destroying communists,
holding back Ho” of the Chinese Nationalist authority.

As for France, right on September 28, 1945, President Ho Chi Minh received the political advisors,
Alexandre and Pignon, representing the French Government in Indochina, pointing out clearly that the
Vietnamese Government wanted to have the friendly relations between Vietham and France, affirming the
interests of France and of Vietham, but vehemently protesting the French troops for its open fire to provoke
hostilities in Saigon. With the wish to settle peacefully the Vietnam-French relations, and at the same time
under the pretense of France to quickly drive out the Chinese Nationalist troops, sweep clean their reactionaries,
so as to have more time of peace to strengthen and develop the forces and take stock of experience so as
to be able to respond to the situation once Vietham and France could not reach an agreement at the negotiation
table, President Ho Chi Minh was proactive in negotiating and signing with the representative of the French
Government the Preliminary Agreement on March 6, 1946.

On May 31, 1946, President Ho Chi Minh paid an official visit to France. Accompanying him was the
delegation of the Government of the Democratic Republic of Vietham led by Pham Van Dong to France to
hold talks with the delegation of the French Government in Fontainebleau. The members of the delegation
included the personalities and intellectuals, even the non-member of the National Assembly. The trip to
France by President Ho Chi Minh this time was aimed at directly guiding the diplomatic struggle of the delegation
of the Viethamese Government at the Fontainebleau and at the same time, it was “a good opportunity to
promote Vietnam and availed itself of the sympathy of the people of France and the world”." However, due
to the scheme of invading our country again of the warlike French forces, the Fontainebleau negotiations
got broken down. In that disadvantageous context, President Ho Chi Minh proactively signed with France
the Preliminary Agreement on September 14, 1946, with the final efforts to save the peace under the threat

by the war being frantically prepared by the French reactionary colonialists.

HO EHI MINH - SYMBOL OF PEACE, FRIENDSHIP BETWEEN VIETNAM AND THE WORLD

In late 1946, the nationwide resistance war broke out and President Ho Chi Minh had worked out in
time the tasks and diplomatic orientations in response to the requirements of the resistance. Strategically,
it was to promote the justice and sure-to-win character of the resistance so as to boost the mobilization of
the international support in different forms in order to link the Vietnamese people’s struggle to the struggle
for peace, national independence and democracy in the world. On the other hand, it was to carry out the
differentiation strategy to contain the enemy from enhancing and expanding the war. On the foreign policy
of Vietnam, President Ho Chi Minh made the declaration that Vietnam was ready to “make friends with all
the democratic countries and does not cause animosity with any one”.! With these positive activities,
President Ho Chi Minh made the world friends understand the aspirations and will for independence and
freedom of the Vietnamese people, express Vietnam’s goodwill viewpoint on readiness in cooperation with
all countries in the world. In spite of the fact that the French colonialists were pushing ahead the war, with
the goodwill of peace, from December 1946 to March 1947, President Ho Chi Minh had many times sent
the letters to the Government, Parliament and President of France, proposing the peaceful settlement of
the Vietham-France conflict. However, those active efforts were refused by the warlike French forces.

The foreign relations activities of President Ho Chi Minh in 1947 - 1954 under many abundant forms
had created the favorable international environment for the anti-French resistance war: step by step the
siege of imperialism had been broken, connecting the Viethamese people’s resistance war to the world’s
revolutionary movement. With the ever greater support of the progressive and revolutionary forces in the
world, the position and strength of the resistance had been ever more enhanced. The foreign relations
activities in combination with the political and military activities had changed the balance of forces between
Vietnam and the enemy in the direction that was ever more favorable for Vietnam. The enemy’s will of
aggression had been gradually shaken to the roots, thus forcing the French colonialists to accept to put an
end to its aggressive war through negotiations. With the victory of the anti-French resistance war, the
Vietnamese people’s fruits in the August Revolution had been not only firmly maintained, but also developed
to the new height.

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he diplomatic activities of President Ho Chi Minh in the 1954 - 1969 stage were abundant and

lively. Together with the direct diplomatic activities, President Ho Chi Minh’s guiding thought
had been creatively applied by the Party and State, taking the diplomatic sector to become a front in the
anti-US resistance for national salvation. The diplomatic front had promoted the great strength of the time,
in combination with the national strength, thus contributing to winning the great victory of the anti-US
resistance war for national salvation of the Vietnamese nation.

In this stage, the world situation had seen a lot of changes in the correlation of the balance of forces
between the socialist system and the capitalist system as well as in the international relations. The national
liberation movement had developed strongly, leading to the rearrangement of the global strategy of the big
powers, starting with the rapprochement between the Soviet Union and the USA. To make countries
understand Vietnam’s diplomatic policy, on behalf of the Government, President Ho Chi Minh made a declaration,
pointing out: “The Democratic Republic of Vietnam is ready to establish all the friendly relations and cooperation
with any country in the principle of respecting the completeness of each other’s sovereignty and territories,
without infringing each other, without meddling in each other’s internal affairs, equality for mutual interests
and peaceful co-existence”.! In such spirit, President Ho Chi Minh gave guidance to constantly enhance and
expand the relations with the socialist countries; the national liberation movement, and the workers’ movement,
and the movement to struggle for peace, national independence, democracy and social progress.

To expand and tighten the friendship and solidarity between the people and the Government of
Vietnam and the people and the governments of the fraternal socialist countries in the struggle for peace
and national reunification, from June 22 to July 22, 1955, President Ho Chi Minh led a delegation of the
Viethamese Government to pay official visits to the Soviet Union, China, and Mongolia. From July 6 to August
30, 1957, President Ho Chi Minh made a visit to the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea, Czechoslovakia,
Poland, the German Democratic Republic, Hungary, Albania, Romania, and the Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia.

Along with the promotion of the diplomatic activities with the Soviet Union, China and other countries
in the socialist system, President Ho Chi Minh guided the implementation of the expanded diplomatic
line in the relations with regional countries. In October 1957, President Ho Chi Minh sent a delegation
of the Viethamese Government to visit Cambodia, expressing Vietnam’s attitude of good will to support
Cambodia in face of the pressure of the US and its lackeys. On February 25, 1965, President Ho Chi Minh

sent a letter to congratulate the Indochinese People’s Conference. He believed, “The people of three fraternal

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countries of Vietham, Cambodia and Laos which used to shoulder to shoulder fight against the common
enemy being colonialism and imperialism. Now in face of the danger of the expanding war by the US, the
people of three countries of ours will unite closely against the US imperialists, then we will certainly win the
victory”.

To enlist the support of the international community, President Ho Chi Minh had personally participated
in the activities of the international communists’ and workers’ movement. In November 1957, President Ho
Chi Minh led a delegation of the Party and State of Vietnam to the Soviet Union to attend the 40" anniversary
of the October Revolution and took part in the Conference of 65 communists’ and workers’ parties in the
world organized in Moscow. In 1959, President Ho Chi Minh had a two-month summer vacation in the
Soviet Union and China. He had visited 10 Soviet Republics, 19 cities of the Soviet Union, 5 provinces
and 7 cities of China; met a lot of old friends and had many new friends; had contacts with the people of
all walks of life of different nationalities, and through it, he had built the close, sympathetic and warm
relations between the people of the Soviet Union and China and the Vietnamese people. In November
1960, President Ho Chi Minh attended the Conference of 81 communists’ and workers’ parties in the world
held in Moscow. At these conferences, President Ho Chi Minh made active contributions to the summary
of the strategic and tactical issues of the world’s revolution. He had laid special emphasis on the solidarity
among the communist parties and the socialist countries on the basis of Marxism-Leninism and proletarian
internationalism. On the sidelines of the conference, President Ho Chi Minh met and had talks with many
delegations of the participating countries, bringing about a lot of positive results. Politically, the negotiations
between the delegation of the Party and Government of the Democratic Republic of Vietnam and the leaders
of the parties and governments of the friend countries had reached the unanimity of the remarks on the
political situation and the solution to the peace keeping in Indochina as well as in the Southeast Asian region.
Through the forums of the conference, the relations with the world revolution had been further tightened.
Besides, Vietnam had also promoted its relations with the Southeast Asian, Asian, African and Latin American
countries; on that basis, it had set up the relations and enlisted the support of the countries in the non-aligned
movement.

In the relations with the US, the attitude of President Ho Chi Minh was clear-cut that he wished to
restore peace in Vietnam through the channels of negotiations, but he was determined to fight to protect
the independence and reunification of Vietnam. In a letter to the American people on the occasion of the
new year of 1966, President Ho Chi Minh wished the American people “peace and prosperity”, expressing
friendship with them, stating: “The Viethamese people are thirsty for peace, but real peace cannot separate
from real independence. As the US imperialists invaded Vietnam, the Viethamese are forced to stand up
against the enemy to defend national independence and preserve peace. The American administration

refers to peace, but they are reinforcing the war efforts in reality. Only when the US imperialists stop

With the proactive and active spirit, in the abundant and creative forms, diplomatic activities of President
Ho Chi Minh during 1954 - 1969 not only served effectively the implementation of two strategic tasks of the
Vietnamese revolution: to defend the socialist North and to fight against US imperialists and its lackey
administration in the South, but also left the fine impressions in the heart of the international friends and
the people of the socialist countries from all the continents about the people and the just fight of the
Vietnamese people. That is why, after the death of President Ho Chi Minh, the relations between Vietnam
and other countries, international organizations and the world people continue to develop fruitfully. Vietnam
continues to receive the strong support of the international friends for the cause of liberation of the South

and the national reunification.
