· Give students a few minutes to look at the words. Explain that these words are all two-syllable nouns. The first syllable of these words is stressed which means it should be pronounced with a louder voice. Draw their attention to the stress mark on the first syllable.
· Play the recording several times, if necessary, for students to listen and repeat the words. To reinforce pronunciation, ask them to clap at the stressed syllable as they say the words.
· Have students practice saying the words in pairs or groups. Go around to offer help or correct pronunciation, if necessary.
Call some students to say the words in front of the class. Check their pronunciation if necessary.
Task 5: Listen and repeat the sentences. Pay attention to the stress of the underlined words.
- Teacher plays the recording for students to listen and asks students to repeat the sentences after they listen.
