- Know how to use countable and uncountable words

	 Step 1: Task delivering
- T sets the scene/ context for the listening and reading.
Step 2: Task performance
1. Vocabulary
1. Teacher introduces the vocabulary by:
+ showing the pictures illustrating the words.
+ providing the synonym or antonym of the words.
+ providing the definition of the words.
  
2. Practice
Task 1: Listen and read.
1. Teacher sets the context for the listening and reading text:
+ Teacher asks students to look at the title of the conversation and the picture.
+ Teacher asks Ss some brainstorming questions.
- Ss answer the questions and write down if necessary.
1. Teacher encourages students to give their answers, but do not confirm whether their answers are right or wrong.
1. Teacher play the recording, asks students underline the words they have learn in the vocabulary part.
1. Teacher can play the recording more than once.
1. Students listen and read.
1. Teacher invites some pairs of students to read the dialogue aloud.
1. Teacher has students say the words in the text that they have underlined.
Task 2: Write the names of the cities in the correct places.
-Teacher tells students to look at the photos and the text in order to find the answers.
-Students work independently.
-Teacher allows students to share their answers before discussing as a class.
-Teacher asks students to support their answers or encourages them to provide more information about the 3 cities
Step 3: Report and discussion
- Ss write down the new vocabulary
- T asks, Ss answer some more questions about the conversation
Step 4: Judgment
- T gives feedback on the reaction of Ss

1. Students work independently.
1. Teacher allows students to share their answers before discussing as a class.
1. Teacher asks students to support their answers or encourages them to provide more adjectives to describe the 3 cities.
Task 4: Match the cities with their landmarks.
1. Students can work in pairs to complete this task.
1. After matching the cities with their landmarks, students discuss with each other to find the names of the landmark either appearing in the pictures or in the cities.
1. After matching the cities with their landmarks, students work in groups of four discuss with each other to find the names of the landmark either appearing in the pictures or in the cities.
1. Students can choose a landmark or a city to present about it.











Task 5: Game – What city is this?
-Teacher models the game by asking students to guess the picture she is holding with the whole class first.
- Students play the game in groups of four. Every student will have to ask questions, provide information and find the answers.
