UNIT 5. LEISURE TIME
Fun time and project. Task 1, 2
Period 53

I. OBJECTIVES: 
1. Knowledge: By the end of the lesson, Students will be able to
- Review words related to the topic Leisure activities and weather: jump rope, watch a film, stormy, cloudy, windy, and snowy. 
- Review all the grammar in unit 5 through fun activities. 
- Use the structures they have learnt to talk about in the project. 
2. Competences: 
- English competences: Students will be able to remember the words and structures they have learnt.
- Common competences: Students will have the opportunity to develop logical thinking and develop communication among friends.
- Core competences: motivation, communication, creativity, collaboration.
3. Qualities: 
Students will: 
- Develop a love for different leisure activities and be friendly to their friends in the class.  
- Be confident and active in communicating with friends and their teacher.

III. LESSON PROCEDURE:

	Activity 1: Warm-up (10 minutes)
a. Aims: Review the words of leisure activities and the structures.

	b. Procedure
Warm-up: Play a small game “Whack-a-mole”
T divides the class into 2 teams. 
T introduces the rule of the game: 
(Game: Whack-a-mole
- T calls SS from each team to choose a number and answer the question. 
If he/she answers correctly, T helps them to write this number to get points.
 At the end of the game, which team that has more points will be the winner.)
T asks Ss to repeat after checking. 
(1. Where are they playing board games?
2. What is he doing?
3. What can you see? – Play video games
4. Where is he reading comic books? – In the bedroom.
5. The letter “J” makes the sound /dʒ/.
6. What’s the weather like today? - It’s windy.
7. What is the weather like in spring? – It’s warm.
8. What are they doing? – They’re playing on the seesaw.)
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 Lead in: 
-  T introduces that they will review “leisure activities” and present about a wonderful day. 
- Write on the board “Leisure time” and introduce the lesson.
	

- Listen to the game rules.
- Play the game. 





- Repeat after the teacher.

	Activity 2: Practice (12 minutes)
a. Aims: Review the words of leisure activities and weather

	b. Procedure
Task 1: Unscramble the letters.
- Ask SS to look at the picture and identify what activity and weather they can see in each picture. 
(stormy, jump rope, windy, cloudy, snowy, watch a film)
- Ask SS to work in pairs in 2 minutes. 
-Ask SS to play a small “Who’s faster?” 
(Game: Who’s faster?” 
T divides the class into 2 teams.
2 SS of 2 teams look at the same word which is unscrambled, and SS has to spell the letters, then the full word as soon as possible.
Who is faster gets points. Which team has more points will be the winner.)
- Check their answer and give their feedback. 
- T can give the winner stars or stickers. 
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- Look at the picture and describe it. 
- Answer the teacher.
- Work in pairs. 

-Listen to the game rules.
- Play the game. 

	Activity 3: Project (10 minutes)
a. Aims: Draw and make a small conversation in the real world.

	b. Procedure
Work in pairs. 
- Ask SS to look at the slide and T guides them to draw a picture about leisure activities. 
- Ask SS to use 2 structures to make a short dialogue. 
(What are you doing? 
Where are you ...?)
- Ask SS to work in pairs and do the project in 5 min. T can go around the class and help if necessary.
- Call some pairs to present in front of the class. 
 - Check and give feedback. 
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- Look at the screen.
- Draw a picture of leisure activities.
-Make a short dialogue.
-Listen and work in pairs.    
-Some pairs present in front of the class
- Listen to the teacher’s feedback.

Aim: Consolidate the content of the lesson.


	b. Procedure

	Activity 1: Warm-up (5 minutes)

	Aim: warm-up activity to review the word from the previous lesson and introduce new the topic.

T divides the class into 4 teams.

(Game: Catch the word
- Each team will stand in lines. The first SS will be given a word and they must draw a picture according to that word.
After finishing, the picture will be passed down to the next one to re-draw. The last SS will write down the answer on the paper.
Each turn will last for 1’30s.)
T asks Ss to repeat after checking.

	Based on each task, the teacher will ask Ss to work individually, in pairs, or in groups.

Task 1: Listen and point. Repeat. Track 6.4
- Tell students to look at the vocabulary box on page 66. Ask if they know any of the words.
- Play the recording for students to listen and point. Say the words in a different order for students to listen and point.
- Play the recording again, pausing after each word for students to say the word. 
- Invite pairs of SS to read the words aloud. 
- Give their feedback. 
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Task 2: Listen and read. Tick.
-Tell students that they are going to listen and read a dialogue about camping. Ask them to find the place mentioned on the map (Baja California, Mexico – see About the photo for more information)
- Ask some pairs to speak in front of the class. Encourage them to speak without looking at the screen.
- Give their feedback. 
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· Ask SS to look at the question and tick. Ask them to work individually.
· Invite some Ss to give out their answers.
· Give them feedback.
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Task 3: Let’s play.
- Tell students to look at the two set of given words and the example sentences. Ask them to read the sentences aloud a few times.
- Ask students to match two sets and think about how to form sentences. Give students suggestions in case they have difficulties.
- Give students time to practice sentences in pairs.
- Ask some volunteers to read their sentences aloud in front of the whole class.
- Answers can vary 
- Give them feedback. 
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- Look at the pictures and practice speaking in pairs.
- Work in pairs. 
- Speak in front of the class.
