	Title
	Teacher’s activities

	1. Warm up (5’)

	Goal
	· Create a friendly and exciting atmosphere before the lesson
· Students have positive energy to start the lesson

	Content
	· Play a warm-up song/ Play a short game
· Group division
· Class rules

	Outcome
	Students get engaged in the lesson, well behave and stay focused

	Implementation
	- Greet students
- Ask Ss some questions: How are you? Are you happy? Are you ready for the lesson?
· Divide the class into 3-4 groups.
· Ask students some questions to recognize their teams.
- Set class rules: 
+ Listen!                   + Be quiet!
+ Sit nicely!              + Raise your hands!
· Use the song on page 5 of the pupil’s book or in the software to let students sing and dance together.
· Remind students the words and structure they learnt in previous lesson by flashcards and book:
Good morning / Hi! How are you? 
I’m fine/great/good. Thank you
	· Greet teacher.
· Listen and follow the class rules
· Answer teacher’s questions
· Sing a song

	2. Presentation (10’): Act 1. Look, listen and repeat.

	Goal
	Students get more vocabulary about words begin with letter N and sound /n/


	Content
	· Listen and repeat
· Drill 

	Outcome
	· Remember the letter, the sound and the words of letter N
· Get correct pronunciation

	Implementation
	· Tell the students: “Today we learn letter N sound /n/ and the words begin with the letter.”
· Use flashcards of N, /n/, train, van
· Show one flashcard at a time and ask if anyone knows what it is.
· Collect student’s answers and give feedback.
· Then ask students to look at the flashcard and listen to the audio CD (Track 3) twice.
· Get students to listen and repeat the word chorally in class and in groups.
· Have some students stand up and say the word in chain to check students’ pronunciation and correct it if necessary.
· Repeat the procedure with other words. 
· Let students practice saying the words with their partner while pointing to their books.

	Goal
	· Develop students’ speaking skills

	Content
	· Chant to the friends

	Outcome

· Perform English chant more confidently in a comfortable environment with friends, without control.

	Implementation
	· Review the words:  N, n, train, van by body language/actions.
· Tell students that they are going to chant
· Model: play audio CD (Track 4).
· Give students two minutes to listen and absorb the words and rhythm of the chant.
· After two minutes, ask students to chant with music.
· Check students’ performance by inviting some volunteers to talk in front of the class.
· Give feedback.

	Goal
