	· Listening: Familiarize with sound of letter Ll and two words: lemonade, lemon.
· Speaking: Recognize and pronounce the sound of letter Ll and two words correctly.

	Attitude
	· Be confident to use English ask and answer about the letter Ll
· Be motivated to listen to English, and be ready to communicate with others in English

	III. TEACHING PROCEDURE

	Title
	Teacher’s activities
	Student’s activities

	1. Warm up (5’)

	Goal
	· Create a friendly and exciting atmosphere before the lesson
· Students have positive energy to start the lesson

	Content
	· Play a warm-up song/ Play a short game
· Group division

	Outcome
	Students get engaged in the lesson, well behave and stay focused

	Implementation
	· Greet students.
· Divide the class into 3-4 groups.
· Ask students some questions to recognize their teams.
· Play a warm-up song (or play a game).

*Revision:
- Review the language materials in the previous lesson: letter Kk, the sound of letter Kk and two words: kitten, kite, ball, doll.

	· Greet teacher.

· Answer teacher’s questions

· Sing a song or play a game



	2. Presentation (12’): Act 1. Look, listen and repeat.

	Goal
	Students get to know about letter Ll, the sound of letter Ll and two words: lemon, lemonade

	Content
	· Listen and repeat
· Listen and do action

	Outcome
	Remember & recognize letter Ll, the sound of letter Ll and two words: lemon, lemonade

	Implementation
	* Letter Ll:
- Play the software, click on letter L and ask students to listen twice.
- Ask students to repeat as a class, in groups, and individually
- Instruct students to do the shape of letter L. Then ask each team to stand up, do the shape of letter Ll and say it out.
- Do the same with normal l.

* Sound of letter Ll
- Click on sound “Ll” on the software, then ask students to listen twice.
 + Ask the students to repeat as a class, in groups, and individually
 + Instruct students to do the shape of sound “l”. Then ask each team to stand up, do the shape of sound “l” and say it out.

* Words: lemonade, lemon
-  Click on words “lemonade, lemon” on the software, then ask students to listen twice.
+ Ask the whole class to repeat twice.
+ Ask each team to stand up and repeat once.
+ Ask each student of a team to stand up and say once
+ Instruct students to use body language to describe “lemonade, lemon”. Then ask each team to stand up, do the shape of “lemonade, lemon”.

* Book using: 
- Ask students to open the book, point to the words that they hear and repeat.

	3. Practice (10’): Act 2. Let’s chant.

	Goal
	- Students remember letter Ll, the sound of letter Ll and two words: lemon, lemonade through a funny chant

	Content
	- Listen to the chant and repeat


	Outcome
	- Get familiarized with letter Ll, the sound of letter Ll and two words: lemon, lemonade 
- Create a funny and active atmosphere in the classroom


	Implementation
	- Introduce the chant.
- Ask students to listen to the chant and observe teacher doing gestures
- Ask students to listen again, catch the language items they’ve leant and do actions.
- Let students listen to the chant twice.  

- Ask students to chant sentence by sentence without music to remember the chant
- Mute the sound, have students look at the lyrics on the screen and chant along
- Play the music, ask students to chant along the music and do gesture.

	4. Production (6’): GAME: Say what you see!

	Goal
	· Enhance student’s understanding and memory about the sound of letter Ll and two new words

	Content
	· Play the game in groups

	Outcome
	· Know how to play a game in groups
· Enhance students’ memory of letter Ll, the sound of letter Ll and two words: lemon, lemonade

	Implementation
	- Review the body language descriptions for letter Ll, sound l, words lemon and lemonade.
- Divide the class into groups, then invite one student from each group to the board, and stand against the board.
- Teacher can choose one flashcard or do the body language posture of letter Ll, the sound of letter Ll, or two words: lemon, lemonade.
- The class need to pose the body language for the students on the board.
- The quickest student to raise hand and have a correct answer will be given 1 point/star
- Students take turns to play the game.
