	Review: Play game  “- Game: Bricks down”
- Tell students how to play the game: 
Instructions:
- Game’s rules: Ss choose to disappear a piece of brick, then guess the picture behind the bricks. If it is not enough to guess the word, Ss can choose more pieces of brick to open the picture.
- The less bricks are disappeared, the more stars Ss can get
- T shows the game, explains how to play the game to ensure all Ss understand the game’s rules.
- When Ss guess a word correctly, T asks all class repeat it one more time.
Review structure:
- T shows one by one question, lets Ss read the question and look at the picture given to answer the question.
- After each answer of a student, T shows the correct answer and asks all class listen and repeat it.
- Next, T calls some pairs to role play the conservations.
