	Activity 1: Warm up (5 minutes)
a.Aims: warm-up activity to introduce lesson and review the previous lesson

	b. Procedure:
- Greet the students
- Divide class into 4 teams
- Play the video: Jobs song
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=XINl8YvzxMc 
- Ask students to sing along and remember jobs in the video.
- Ask students to answer the question: How many jobs in the video? 
- Ask students to name the jobs they see in the video.
- Check students’answer and give comments. 
Lead in: Photo time!
- Show the photo on page 76. Tell students to look at the photo on the screen and ask them what they can see. Elicit ideas from the class and write them on the board. 
- Ask students to read the words on page 76 and tick them if they are in the photo. 
- Check answers as a class.
- Write on the board “Jobs” and introduce the lesson.

	Activity 2: Presentation (8 minutes)
a. Aims: Present new vocabulary: bubble tea, soft drink, lemonade, nuts, yoghurt

	b. Procedure:
Task 1: Listen and point. Repeat. (Track 7.1)
- Use flashcards to introduce the vocabulary and structure of the lesson.
- Say the words/sentences for students to repeat in the chorus.
- Say a word/sentence for students to repeat then point.
- Play track 7.1 for the students to listen to, point to, and repeat the words in chorus, and group.
- Show pictures in random order and ask students to read out the correct words. 
VOCABULARY CHECKING: 
-There are 5 students in each turn. Line up in a horizontal row.
-Each student holds a picture, when the teacher gives the picture to students, asks them to read the word.
-Teacher reads any word, Ss holding the picture of that word must repeat and jump up high.
-Ss who jump wrong will lose, the last person left is the winner (there can be more than 1 winner)
