III. LESSON PROCEDURE: 

	Activity 1: Warm-up (5 minutes)

	Aim: warm-up activity to review the word and ways to introduce someone’s job from previous lesson.

	- Greet the Ss
- Asks Ss to join a small game to review the word in previous lesson.
Warm-up: Play a small game “Catch the word”
T divides the class into 4 teams. 
T introduces the rule of game: 
(Game: Catch the word

After finishing, the picture will be passed down to the next one to re-draw. The last SS will write down the answer on the paper.
Each turn will last for 1’30s.)

- Give their feedback.
