	a, Aims: Present some new words Directions: cross the road, go straight, turn left, turn right.
                Encourage sts with the topic and vocabulary of related topic, paying attention to the directions. 

	b, Procedure 
Task 1. Listen and point. Repeat.
- Shows pictures, asking sts to speak out what signals they can see, may be the Vietnamese first if they have never learnt before.

- Explains pictures of direction and guide them where they can see these directions: on the street. That’s correct. 
- At the same time; teacher can turn down the other side of picture cards and ask them to read it aloud. Do this activity twice. 
- Now we start with a matching exercise; pls go to the board and do the matching for me. 
- Introduces the 4 new words and asks them to repeat the preposition of the lesson: cross the road, go straight, turn left and turn right.  
· Write down the directions on the boards. 
· Ask them to look at the PP and give their point of view about the correct preposition. 
· Asks them to read these signals aloud, paying attention to their pronunciation.
· Use the body language and ask them to guess, call one or  two sts to go to the stage and mime the action. 

- Plays track 9.9 for the students to listen to and repeat in chorus, and group.
- Shows pictures in random order and ask students to read out the words. 
- Tell sts to look at the words and phrases in the vocab box on page 35, Check they understand them and ask if they know any of the words. 
- Play the recording for sts to listen and point to the correct words. 
VOCABULARY CHECKING
- Let Sts play
- Explains the rules and can use the music – PASS the ball. Whenever the music stops. St has to stand up and speak loudly a sentence using words and directions. 
- Gives the stars or mark when they make a correct sentence  

	

· Read aloud words of direction, paying attention to the meaning both in Vietnamese and in English. 
· Raise the hands and go to the board.

- Plays the PP slide with 8 pictures, asking them to fill in the right places that they can see. 
- Goes around and checks their understanding; encouraging them to speak out the word correctly. 
- Corrects their pronunciation and play a game of words puzzles with the purpose to use the words of places and directions correctly. If they do not understand, teacher can make an example and they can observe. 
- Sticks on the board or play the PP slides preposition and explain them carefully their meaning and usage. 
- Relating the 4 prepositions  they learnt from task 1. 
- Asks them to work in pair and raise the hands to talk about places and word of direction 

Key structure: 
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- Asks some pairs to read 
- Then let sts read the sentences below and ask them to listen and fill in the gaps with the words from the recording.
-Then play track 9.10 again  to check their answers.
- Pause after each sentence to check their answers.
Task 3: Look and say. Use the map in2.
- Look at the picture and example dialogue. Ask them to Read out prompts and ask them to read out the dialogue again.
-Asks Sts to look at the other words and think about how to form a dialogue. Give them the suggestions in case they have difficulties. 
- Explain the task and allow them time to practice saying sentences.
- Ask some volunteer to read their dialogue aloud in front of the whole class. 
- Require some pairs present in front of the class.
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-Listen and read.the words and phrases
- Sts read aloud each .
- Repeat the sentences.

-Some pairs read the dialogue.
-Sts listen again and write the correct answers




-Answer the question.
-Read some prompts and dialogue.
-Make and practice some dialogues in pairs and present it in the class.
