- The sabotage button- Throughout the presentation, there are random sabotage slides. If a team enables a sabotage, they can steal the respective number of points from a team of their choice. The point intervals are 100, 200, 300, 400, 600, 800, 900. The questions difficulty should be respective to the point value. The point value can be changed to the desired amounts. 
Report button: Doesn`t appear again in the presentation. Just remind the students to not shout out the answers.
